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In a short report on facilitating a group of (Muslim) Palestinians, (Jewish) Israelis and (secular) Germans this summer, I want to engage questions about the role of identity and memory in processes that aim at overcoming barriers and mistrust. I am approaching these issues both from my facilitation experience in intercultural memory work and as a scholar of religious studies. Do creative approaches within dialogical settings help to soften defensive national narratives and identifications? Is it possible that we need to pay equal attention to acts of remembrance and acts of forgetting?
