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This workshop will present the work that has led to reconciliation between generations of coloured and white families and the effect this story made on the participants of the Second International Youth Conference of the Community of the Cross of Nails in Cape Town in 2006.   In 1961, under the Apartheid Group Areas Act, Protea Village was proclaimed a white group area. The tight-knit community was exiled to the Cape Flats of Cape Town and their homes demolished. Since 1978, the surviving small stone Church of the Good Shepherd - Protea  became the safe meeting place for coloured families from the original Protea Village community and white families from Bishopscourt and the surrounding area.  A new congregation grew  in understanding, acceptance, forgiveness and love and earned international recognition as a symbol of reconciliation.  We will share the steps of our journey of meaningful engagement, trust and reconciliation through focusing on a common purpose. 
The above Youth Conference delegates visited the church which is a Cross of Nails Centre. The German leader will share the impression this visit made on him remembering the darkest part of his national history and the needed steps of reconciliation between Germany and its neighbours.
