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This lecture is based on the exploration of the traumatic experiences of a Jewish child-survivor of the Holocaust who lived in a Ukrainian ghetto between 1941 and 1944. With the participation of David Reusmann, the child survivor, in the discussion, we will pinpoint in our lecture the intra-psychic dimensions of the aftermath of the Holocaust, as they are revealed in an interview we conducted with David. We will investigate his dealing with the trauma and explore the kind of survival strategies he constructed. Then, from the point of view of three generations – David’s and those of his daughter and granddaughter, we explore the spiral paths along which the aftermath of the macro-trauma is handed down and transmitted through the generations down to his granddaughter.
